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The City’s Revitalization Awards Pro-
gram is intended to recognize property
owners who have completed revitalization
projects that have had a significant impact
on the site and the surrounding area
through the enhancement, improvement,
or redevelopment of any or all of the fol-
lowing elements: landscaping, building
facades, vehicular circulation, and exterior
signage.

A judging committee, comprised of
representatives from the City Council, the
City Plan Commission, and the Chamber
of Commerce, toured selected sites in
October.
